“Pride Weeks” in Berlin: Events throughout the city  

With the pink pillow Berlin Collection, visitBerlin is participating in a series of events for the 

Christopher Street Day celebrations 

Berlin, 27 June 2016 Over the next few weeks, Berlin will be sparkling in rainbow colours once again. 

This year, the city’s Pride Weeks will extend for three weeks. From 2 to 24 July, lesbians, gays, 

transgender, bisexual, intersexual, and heterosexual people will gather in Berlin to celebrate and 

advocate a tolerant and open-minded society. Christopher Street Day (CSD) on 23 July is considered 

the highlight of the Pride Weeks, but more than 200 additional cultural, political, and sporting events 

are excellent occasions to celebrate and demonstrate together. The pink pillow Berlin Collection 

initiative from visitBerlin will participate in this array of events.  

The Pride Weeks will be launched on 1 July at Nollendorfplatz, with the rainbow flag hoisted again this 

year as a symbol against homophobia and transphobia. Berlin’s governing mayor, Michael Müller, will 

officially open the series of events.
